This finish is of the best quality.   First the frame is chemically stripped by hand.   It is media blasted hand etched and given an initial layer of epoxy chromate primer.   All pinholes, dents, low spots etc are repaired and filled.   This is followed by two additional layers of primer which is hand sanded.  Sealers, color coats and layers of clear follow.   The clear is hand sanded again so that the final clears will flow and have the maximum depth and gloss.   Final clears are applied, cured and buffed to a show finish.
